Acts 4:1-36 
Key Verse: 4:12 
 
1. Read verses 1-4. Why were the priests and Sadducees so disturbed at Peter and 

John’s preaching? What did they do to stop them? How did the people respond to 
their preaching? What can we learn from this? 

 
2. Read verses 5-7. Who questioned Peter and John the next day? What do you 

know about these people? What was their question? Read verses 8-12. When the 
Holy Spirit filled them, how did they pinpoint the question and how did they  
answer?  

 
3. What does their answer teach about Jesus?(8-12) What does this reveal about the 

Apostles? (13-14) What was the Sanhedrin’s dilemma? (15-17) What did the 
Sanhedrin do? (18)  

 
4. How did Peter and John answer the Sanhedrin? (19-20) Why could they not take 

further action against the Apostles? (21-22) What can we learn from the Apostles? 
 
5. What did Peter and John do after their release? (23) Read verses 24-28. What did 

the believers learn about God’s faithfulness to keep his word of prophecy? (25-28) 
What was their prayer topic? (29-30) What happened after they prayed? (31) 

 
6. How did the Holy Spirit work among them? (31-32) How was selfishness banished 

and how did love take root? (32, 34-37) How did the Holy Spirit mold them into a 
kingdom of priests and a holy nation? Why cannot salvation be found in anyone 
else?
