(67)? To what does “he has come” refer (68; Jn 1:14)? What does the word
“redeemed” imply (Ex 6:6; Col 1:13-14)? What does this teach us about God’s love?

In what way does the metaphor “horn of salvation” explain how God redeems his
people (69-73)? For what purpose does God redeem his people (74-75)?

What was John’s role in God’s redemptive work, and how would he accomplish it
(76-77,80)? How does the metaphor “rising sun” further explain the work of
redemption (78-79)? How is God’s character revealed in Zechariah’s prophecy?
